   The Area Ministerial Alliance brings together clergy 

from the area churches for fellowship, support of Commu-

nity Interfaith, and to cooperate on three community wide 

religious services: Thanksgiving, Holocaust Memorial, and 

Martin Luther King, Jr. celebration.  The MLK service 

was a result of a suggestion by Art Abrams and myself.   

   The Valley Interfaith Project is a community organizing 

effort active in both the east and west parts of Phoenix. 

The State budget and home foreclosures are the primary 

issues communities have been lifting up. Intentionally is-

sue centered and non-partisan, VIP attempts to cross sec-

tarian and political boundaries. How could I not be suppor-

tive? 

   NARAL Pro-Choice Arizona is committed to reproduc-

tive freedom for all people.  

   I attend most AMA meeting. I am identified as one 

of the leaders of the west side VIP. I serve on the 

Board of NARAL Pro-Choice Arizona. 

   Traditionally the minister of a congregation is given 

both the freedom and the opportunity to participate as 

a resource for the good of the larger community. It is 

a gift of the church to the wider community. 

   The next few weeks will see a significant amount of 

my time focused on General Assembly and Planning 

Committee issues. 

   The plans for a summer minister, as most of you 

know, were derailed by his illness. The result is that 

the pulpit will be filled this summer, 

primarily, by UU colleagues in the 

Pacific Southwest District.

While we talk 

about such a program as helping to expand our presence in 

the Hispanic community or helping us to meet our out-

reach goals, it is just the right thing to do.  Many years ago 

I was involved in inner city tutoring and it was very re-

warding.  The kids called me Marshal Dillon.

   A few Sundays ago, a woman asked me ñwho in the hell 

wants to change the name of the church?ò  Not being very 

fast on my feet or too terribly creative I said that I did.  We 

talked for a few minutes and I assured the questioner that 

we did not plan to drop Unitarian/Universalism from the 

name, but only add to it.

The primary reason is marketing, an attempt to give our-

selves our own unique identity and set us 

apart from the many other Unitarian/

Universalist churches. We are in the ex-

ploratory stages and welcome input from 

all.

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IN MEMORY OF DUDLEY HAND 
 
   We have had gentle giants among us; Dudley Hand 

was one of them.  Dudley passed away May 15, 2009.  A 

memorial service was held at our church May 30. 

   He and his wife joined our church October 28, 1990, 

when it was struggling by meeting in private homes, then 

the Masons gave us a home, and a mortuary was a meet-

ing place.  Dudley was involved in buying the bank 

building for our first church, and renovating it.  The 

$70,000 renovation included a new kitchen and a social 

hall.  Because he had put so much effort into the bank 

building, he found it difficult to abandon it to build our 

present home. 

   Dudley was born and raised on a dairy farm in upstate 

New York.  Since he was born into dairy farming, when 

a woman approached him about buying her farm with an 

offer too generous to refuse, he bought it.  With his Dad 

on the adjoining farm, he could borrow machinery and 

expertise.  After 40 years as a farmer, Dudley began his 

first entrepreneurial endeavorðcalling on and selling 

supplies to farmers.  He started the business from scratch 

and only retired (for the second time) when he and his 

wife, Jane, decided to leave the ice and cold for Arizona.  

Jane was a school librarian and had skidded three times 

on the icy roads into a ditch.  That was enough reason to 

move. Jane passed away 5 years ago.  They had been 

married 60 years and Dudley refers to her as ña wonder-

ful galò. 

   After moving to Arizona, Dudley started his second 

entrepreneurial endeavor with a friend.  They started a 

solar hot water businessðselling and repairing solar sys-

tems.  His email address became ñsolardudò.  He became 

acquainted with Jack Burke, who also was in the busi-

ness.   

   Dudley and Jane had 3 sons, the youngest died in the 

early 1989s.  His other 2 sons are retired, the oldest, 

Dudley, lives in New York and his second son, Darrell, 

lives in Denver.  Darrellôs son, a chef in Denver, told his 

grandfather that if he would get him a kitchen, he would 

prepare him a dinner on his 90th birthday.  The kitchen 

belonged to our church, and it was a happy day for Dud-

ley.   

   Dudley was one of our churchôs nonagenarians hon-

ored at a church dinner in February, 2008.  Dudley ñjust 

made itò [his statement] because he turned 90 in January, 

2008.  He also had been in and out of the hospital several 

times just prior to the dinner. 

     Clarice Burke and Dudley became special 

friends.  Their last good trip was to Hawaii 

two years ago.  Dudley had given up golf be-

cause he found lawn bowling a lot more fun. 

     Dudley is survived by 7 grandchildren and 

5 great-grandchildren. 

   Last Wednesday, June 10, Ruth Flom had sur-

gery.  Jim has been solicitous in keeping us 

aware of how she is doing, and he is hoping that 

she will be home by the first of the week.  On 

June 15, I received this e-mail from Jim:  ñRuth 

is home and feeling okay.  Came home today 

around noon, had some lunch and we played some scrab-

bleðshe won.  The surgery she had was called Open Sig-

moid Colon Resection.  Thanks much for your positive 

thoughts and prayers as things appear to be going well.ò 

   Ruth Stoloff has moved to Denver to be near 

her Doctor Daughter, her address is in the Mem-

bership Directory hanging by the Membership 

Map in the social hall.

Ordell's other activism included fighting pornogra-

phy; working on the first Minneapolis Aids walk; and she's 

currently the local contact for Grandmothers for Peace 

demonstrations [times and location have been reported in 

several of our newsletters].
