Without some kind of action, the originally contemplated $26,000 deficit would actually teenelgae
tive $45,000 and that prompted the second drive. In other words, we are back to the deficit that was anticipated &t dpproved
by the congregation last December.

It is against the backdrop of bad worldwide economic news and not such great news on the home front that we are making our de
sions and there are many decisions to be made.
